At long last we are about to embark on one of the most exciting projects we’ve had for 
some time. Livingstone House is ready and waiting to be restored and converted into a 
Community Learning Centre for the people of Mikindani. Enormous thanks to all the people 

who have been involved in this project over the years. 
Matthew Fish is going out from the UK to Mikindani on 5th January 2010 to be the Project 

Manager. Matthew is pictured here with Jacob Amuli, an old friend of Trade Aid. 

The secondment of Russell Brown to 
manage EDP in Mikindani has ensured the 
strength of this project has grown and 

Russell has moved it forward to another 
level.

All applicants must attend Business Training which takes place over six weeks. Local 
people who are interested in applying for Micro-credit must attend the course to 

enable them to create a viable Business Plan in order to be considered for a loan.

Entrepreneur of the Month: 
 
Tatu and Tatu, pictured below, went to see Jane Langford on her recent visit to 
Mikindani. Tatu is a fairly common name in Tanzania, but the girls still find it funny! 
The girls were disappointed with a tailoring course they were attending at the local 

college, as they felt it was disorganised and the teachers didn’t always turn up for 
lessons.  The girls felt that to do a two year Catering course, which they both knew 
was well run, would lead to work in local hotels, restaurants and bars. 

 
Both of these girls were excellent students at school, but the funding their families 
had put aside for their education is now exhausted, so they desperately required 

funding from the UK.  The course fees per student are TSH 250,000 (£125) per 
annum and TSH 100,000 (£50) for uniform and living expenses.
